1.  Approval of minutes, meeting November 20, 2007 

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 by the Chairman.  All members and guests introduced themselves.  The minutes of November 20, 2007 were approved as amended, 5-0.  

2.  Comments from guest(s) and received mail.

· None
3.  Review of 2005 Comprehensive Plan Land Use and Zone Boundaries. 
· Dan Saunders stated that he would like to see the GPC stick with the current names for the zones instead of using an alphanumeric system.  People identify with the current names.
· Bob Almeder referenced the Maine Statute that requires any changes to zones must be compatible with existing uses.
· Anita Carroll commented that we should not re-zone any areas without significant justification for the change.
· Jamie Houtz noted that the current Farm & Forest Zone and the Free Enterprise Zone have the same permitted uses but require different minimum lot sizes.
· Charlie Reid commented that “net area” versus “gross area” when defining minimum lot requirements is confusing for the public.  He is opposed to the use of “net area”.
· Jamie Houtz reviewed the Z6 description as written in the proposed 2005 Comprehensive Plan revision.
· Jamie Houtz asked if Log Cabin Road would be suitable area for a commercial zone in Kennebunkport.
· Many zones have various commercial uses listed as a conditional use (Free Enterprise, Farm & Forest, Cape Porpoise Square, etc).  We discussed the need to buffer these uses within the zones to minimize their impact on the surrounding neighbors.

· Allen Daggett stated that he buffered the area around his business when developing his property and believes the local area is better because of the steps taken.

4.  Review Boundaries of Free Enterprise Zone
· Discussion on expanding the Village Residential zone to Old Cape Road.  This would provide a solid and clear boundary between the Village Residential and Free Enterprise zones.
