1.  Approval of minutes, meeting April 29, 2008 
Meeting was called to order by the Chairman.  Minutes were approved as amended (correction of date to April 29.)
2.  Comments from guest(s) and received mail.

3.  Judy Colby-George of Spatial Concepts 
The following observations were made as maps were reviewed.
General Comments from all Maps
· Dry hydrants in Farm and Forest Zone will be updated.  

· Old Cape Road and Bryant Lane are near sewer.  Sewer expansion in these areas must be discussed in these parts of town.  
· Town should support year round, residential living.  The town needs families.
· Need to engage taxpayers to come out to meetings and say what they really want in the town.  May use a tool such as Survey Monkey.  
· Discover residents underlying objections.  Was increased lot size an issue or definition of Gross and Net Lot Size? 

· At this time, we assume residents want status quo.

· One third of the potential new development would have sewer and public water.  That would be 1,000 new units of approximately 3,000 total new units.   

· Comprehensive Plan could recommend use of sewer in certain zones where infrastructure exists.  This would create a change to the LUO to keep the Plan consistent with Ordinances.    

· Comprehensive Plan would define a structure that could be implemented.  Define desired outcomes for 1, 2 and 5 year increments.  Monitor progress of goals (by updating maps).  If desired outcomes are not achieved, tougher implementation schemes could be devised, such as, differential growth caps.  

· Measured results and progress toward goals can be detailed in the annual town report.
· Town needs to reserve the right to use all utilities, including sewer and water.  

· Many towns require zero stormwater runoff to help preserve water quality.  
· GPC needs to fortify its request to have a full time planner in the town.  This data is only useful if it is kept up to date.

In general, the maps illustrate 2 key issues with Planning Board impact:

1) Road patterns with Dead End parcels.  

2) (Easement) Rights to sewer and water need to be transferred to the town with maintenance responsibilities remaining with the developer.  This would allow the town to connect and use these lines in the future.

Impervious Surfaces by Watershed (Existing and Build Out Conditions)
· New England NEMO (Nonpoint Education for Municipal Offices) defines impaired watersheds with 12% or greater percent imperviousness.  

· Current LUO sets maximum impervious surface to 20% per lot.

· Map assumes that each unit has its own lot.  

· Map illustrating Build out Conditions (with Current Zoning) shows dramatic increase in impaired watershed in the town.  (Only the Farm and Forest zone does not suffer watershed degradation.  Parts of Free Enterprise are marginally degraded.  All other zones suffer increased impairment of greater than 12%.  Large tracts of land within VR, VRE and CA Zones and the Beaver Pond Area would be severely impacted within the range of 15-20%.)
