1.  Approval of minutes, meetings of November 04, 2008 and November 18, 2008 

· The Chairman called meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  

· Minutes for November 04, 2008 were approved by a vote of 5-0.

3.  Old / New Business:
· None

4. Defining Multiplex and Multifamily Dwellings. 

· There are seven multiplex units in town.

· Werner Gilliam to provide details on existing multiplex and multi-family dwellings in Kennebunkport and will review the definition of each.

· Charlie Reid noted that there are four types of dwellings, Boarding House, Single Family, Two Family, and Multi-Family.

· David Kling stated that the Kennebunkport Land Use ordinance defines multi-family as three or more units up to a maximum of eight units.

· Jamie Houtz recommended that we table this topic until Werner Gilliam was present.

5. Timeline for Warrant 

· Jamie noted that the goal is to have the Land Use chapter of the Comprehensive Plan completed by February 16, 2009 in order to get it onto the June 2009 Warrant.
6. Continued Review of Land Use Chapter (home work).

· II. B. Land Use Ordinance Issues

· Robert Almeder made a motion to add a new #9 to II. B. Land Use Ordinance Issues section of the Land Use Chapter.  The text is as follows:

“In keeping with the rural and residential character of the town, any conversion of existing seasonal condominiums in order to extend usage beyond 180 days will not be allowed in either the Free Enterprise or Farm and Forest zones.”

· Charlie Reid then seconded the motion for the purpose of discussion.

· David Kling noted that the term “Condominiums” is a type of ownership and not a type of dwelling.  He suggested that the motion be more specific.  He was also not clear on the link between rural character and conversion of seasonal to year around.

· Jamie Houtz suggested that the word “Condominium” be changed to “Dwelling”.

· The topic evolved to a discussion on high-density development.

· Anita Carroll noted that the feeder roads could not support high-density development.

· Charlie Reid agreed.  He believes that that GPC will need to address this issue.  Road patterns have never been addressed in the Comprehensive Plan.

· Charlie Reid removed his second of the motion.

· Anita Carroll noted that we should add road considerations to high-density development.

· Robert Almeder removed his motion.

· Anita Carroll will draft a paragraph to address roads in section II. B. Land Use Ordinance Issues of the Land Use Chapter for review by the committee.

· Charlie Reid provided an overview of the history of infrastructure development.  The goal was to help development of a town.

· II. C. Analysis of Growth Cap

· Jamie Houtz stated that Werner Gilliam will add 2000, 2001, and 2002 data to the “Summary of Growth Permit Activity in Section II. C. of the Land Use Chapter.

· Jamie Houtz recommended striking the paragraph immediately following the 2007 data.

· Dan Saunders recommended that we tie the growth cap to a capital plan and service requirements to support the build-out scenario created by Judy-Colby George.  This could then be used to support the Growth Cap.

· Anita Carroll recommended changing “village centers” with “infrastructure” in the last paragraph of this section.

· Charlie Reid recommended striking the first two words of the same paragraph, “In summary”.

· Jamie Houtz recommended that we add a Section II. D. to support of the growth cap and assign to Werner Gilliam and Judy-Colby George.

· III. A. Town-Wide Strategies

· Jamie Houtz recommended that we strike the sentence concerning the negative reaction to a gated community in the third paragraph of this section.

· Jamie Houtz also noted that we have not discussed clustering.  He read the definition from the Land Use ordinance.

· David Kling noted that some towns have clustering as a requirement based on the number of units in the development.

7. Other Business

· Homework to write a narrative on the zone that each member resides in for the next meeting.

· Motion to adjourn was made, seconded, and approved 5-0.
