1.  Approval of minutes, meetings of April 07, 2009

· The Chairman called meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  

· The minutes of April 07, 2009 were approved 4-0.


2.  Comments from guests, any received mail and updates from other board/committee representatives.

· No guest for comments.

· No received mail or emails.
· Allan Daggett noted that University of New England students will conduct a discussion on pesticides and herbicides and their impact on the environment on Wednesday, 04/22/2009.  The seminar is titled “Lawns to Lobsters”.  The Conservation Committee is presenting the seminar.
3.  Old / New Business:
· None
4.  Continued Review of Land Use Chapter Discussion of any proposed changes.

· Werner Gilliam provided a new draft of the Land Use chapter with the current updates.  The new draft is dated 04/07/2009.
· Jamie Houtz directed Werner and Charlie Reid to work together to resolve the wording in Section E. Land Use Ordinance Issues #4, “Net” vs., “Gross”.  As written the issue is not clearly defined.
· The first paragraph of Part II Analysis and Conclusions was re-written as follows:
· “The undeveloped land with access to public water and sewer is very limited.  The zones with the most commercial uses have very little undeveloped land.  Undeveloped, available land for either commercial or residential use increases as you move out to the Free Enterprise and Farm and Forest Zones.”

· Changed 1.c. in the third paragraph of Part II Analysis and Conclusions as follows:
· Replace “etc” with “and additional site constraints”

· Changed 2.c. in the third paragraph of Part II Analysis and Conclusions as follows:
· Replace “zoned” with “used”
· Changed the chart in Part II Analysis and Conclusions to include the current number of dwellings in each zone.  Suggest a cumulative chart showing data table with current number and potential number of dwellings.
· Eliminate the questions from the end of Part II Analysis and Conclusions.

· David Kling expressed a concern that the Planning Board would not have enough time and resources to perform the tasks assigned in the Part IV. Implementation section.

· Jamie commented that the Implementation Committee would deal with each issue.  This committee was assigned responsibilities within the Implementation section.  A discussion followed on whether this was suitable since the Implementation Committee did not currently exists.

· Dan Saunders made a motion to strike the Implementation Committee from the list of those responsible for implanting strategies in the Implementation section.  The motion was seconded and passed 4-0.  

· Jamie noted that where there was no other committee assigned the Board of Selectman would be assigned the implementation of the Strategy.  

· Jamie made a recommendation to add the Implementation Committee to the Introduction Chapter of the Comprehensive Plan.

· Charlie Reid asked Werner if he had any insight on how the State was changing direction on Planning.

· Werner noted the State Planning Office had been reduced substantially.  There are laws on the book but no funding to support.

· Werner was asked how many new permits for buildings were issued this year.  Werner stated that there was only one.
