1.  Approval of minutes, meetings of June 16, 2009

· The Chairman called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  

· The minutes of June 16, 2009 were approved 4-0-0.


2.  Comments from guests, any received mail and updates from other board/committee representatives:

· No received mail or e-mail.

· Nothing to report from the Board of Selectman.

3.  Old / New Business:
· Jamie Houtz reviewed the reasons for delaying the completion of the Economy Chapter of the Comprehensive Plan until after the 2010 US Census.  This will allow us to utilize up to date census information within the chapter.

4.  Discussion on Hazard Mitigation:
· Werner Gilliam provided a handout on the Hazard Mitigation chapter for review by the GPC Members.  He noted that copies had been provided to Chief Paul Moshimer of the Kennebunkport Fire Department, Chief Joe Bruni of the Kennebunkport Police Department, and to James Burrows the Kennebunkport Emergency Management Director.
· Jamie Houtz read thru the Section I, “Inventory” of the Chapter XIII “Hazard Mitigation” Chapter to the Comprehensive Plan
· Chief Paul Moshimer noted that the town has a Mitigation Plan.  In the plan we reference the National Incident Management System or NMIS.  The plan is necessary in order for the town to remain eligible for federal, disaster relief funding.  Currently the Emergency Management team is working on the Emergency Operations Plan.  A hazard analysis has been completed identifying the various hazards, both man-made and naturally occurring that may impact the town.
· There were several minor changes suggested to the first section.

· Paragraph 2: Strike “after” and replace with “as of” prior to “October of 2004.

· Paragraph 3:  Add, “The Emergency Management Team (EMT) completed” to the beginning of the last sentence.

· Paragraph 4: Change “Civil Preparedness Director” to “Emergency Management Director” in the last sentence.

· In Section II the following changes were suggested:

· Paragraph 1:  Strike the word “former” in front of “Emergency Management Director”.

· Werner suggested that we include a second paragraph in Section II to identify that many of the following strategies of this chapter have been completed.

· Anita Carroll recommended that we include a reference to the Emergency Operations Plan as part of this section.

· Bob Almeder asked how the “State Goal” documented in the Section III. “Implementation” of this chapter supports hazard mitigation.

· Charlie Reid notably agreed with Bob.  The State Goal does not support hazard mitigation.

· Jamie commented that the state goal is to have an Emergency Management Plan.

· Bob will follow-up with the state for clarification of the State Goal.

· There was considerable discussion concerning Town Goals 1 and 2 and what personnel or groups should be responsible for the implementation of the strategies.  As the discussion progressed it became clear that some of the strategies were for the mitigation of acute hazards and some were for the mitigation of chronic hazards.  Town Goal #1 dealt with acute hazards and Town Goal #2 dealt with chronic hazards.

· Based on the discussion the following changes were made:

· Strategies #6 and #7 for Town Goal #2 were struck from this section and added as Strategies #3 and #4 for Town Goal #1.

· The responsibility for implementation of Strategy #1 of Town Goal #2 was changed from the Emergency Management Director to the Code Enforcement Office and the Planning Board.

· The responsibility for implementation of Strategy #2 of Town Goal #2 was changed from the Emergency Management Director to the Code Enforcement Office and the Planning Board.

· The responsibility for implementation of Strategy #3 of Town Goal #2 was changed from the Emergency Management Director to the Planning Board.

· The responsibility for implementation of Strategy #4 of Town Goal #2 was changed from the Town Manager.

· The responsibility for implementation of Strategy #5 of Town Goal #2 was changed from the Town Manager.

5. Discussion on Meeting with Judy Colby-George:

· The meeting with Judy Colby-George of Spatial Alternatives will be on Tuesday, July 14, 2009.  Allan Moir will also be invited to participate in this meeting.

6. Other Business:
· Motion was made to adjourn, seconded, and approved 4-0.
