Selectmen’s Meeting

August 8, 2002

6:30 p.m. at the Village Fire Station – 32 North Street

Minutes of the Selectmen’s Meeting of August 8, 2002.

1. Call to Order.

Chairperson Graham called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m. 

2. Consideration of the July 25, 2002, meeting minutes.

Chairperson Graham proposed two changes in the July 25, 2002, meeting minutes:  in agenda item 3, to make the first motion the third motion, and in agenda item 10, paragraph 4, to add that the first half hour is free if you exit the parking lot.    

Motion by Selectman Fiske, seconded by Selectman Schlegel to approve the minutes of July 25, 2002, with the proposed amendments.  Motion passed.  Vote: 5-0. 

3. Public hearing to consider changes to Section 3 of the Traffic and Parking Control Ordinance, proposed changes to include adding a permanent stop sign at the intersection of Bartlett Avenue and Crescent Avenue.

Chairperson Graham opened the public hearing at 6:36 p.m.  After a few brief comments from the public, she closed the public hearing at 6:38 p.m.  

Motion by Selectman Schlegel, seconded by Selectman Fiske, to approve the proposed amendment to the Traffic and Parking Control Ordinance and place a stop sign at the intersection of Crescent Avenue & Bartlett Avenue for traffic moving in an easterly and westerly direction on Crescent Avenue continuing straight.  Motion passed.  Vote:  5-0.    

4. Consideration of a proposal to extend the lease with Cape Porpoise Lobster Company.

Chairperson Graham read Mr. Allen Daggett’s proposal for a 20-year lease for Cape Porpoise Lobster Co., in which he would build a new building if granted the extended lease.

Discussion followed.  Chairperson Graham suggested that they ask the Budget Board to look at the financial aspects of extending the lease and to consult with the Growth Planning Committee to see what is the best use of this property.

The rest of the Board were proponents for extending the lease.   

Motion by Selectman Fiske, seconded by Selectman Schlegel, to have the town manager contact the necessary parties relevant to entering into a contract with Cape Porpoise Lobster Co., leaning toward the building of a new building where the present Cape Chowder House is, and with terms and conditions to be worked out between the Board of Selectmen, the town manager, and Allen Daggett. Motion passed.  Vote:  4-1/Chairperson Graham voted against.  

5. Consideration to appoint a temporary committee, at a later date, that will look into alternative transportation options and for the Board of Selectmen to develop specific directions for the committee, at a later date. 

Discussed that:  appointing a committee is a good idea; they should involve Kennebunk; they need to come up with a charge for September and then have people contact the town manager if they are interested.  The Board agreed to move forward with this item.  

6. Consideration of a status report regarding proposed questions on the November 5, 2002 ballot.

Amendment that would allow mixed uses (commercial and residential) for the Dock Square, Riverfront, and Cape Porpoise Square zones.

Discussion followed.  The Board decided not to put this item on the November ballot, but to still work on it.

Creating a Shoreland Village Zone.

Code Enforcement Officer Mr. Brian Shaw explained the restraints contained in the ordinance for fully developed properties.  The Board decided to move forward and go to the next steps for putting this item on the November ballot.  

Amendment to permit bus parking at Town House Corner (McCabe property).  

Mr. Poore reported suggestions made by the Town Attorney Ms. Amy Tchao and Mr. J.T. Lockman of the Southern Maine Regional Planning Commission.  Discussion followed.  Mr. Poore will work on definitions, and the Board agreed to move forward with this item.    

Satellite parking at the former Town garage property.  

Mr. Poore explained that he has asked Owens McCullough of Sebago Technics to give an estimate on design, permits, and constructions costs.  He said that  the code enforcement officer indicated that this is a permitted use and unlikely that a Land Use amendment is necessary.  

Amendment requiring a blasting permit.  

Discussion followed as to whether 500 feet is extreme regarding notification of abutters within 500 feet of proposed blast site. Mr. Poore will ask Mr. Lockman what other towns require.  The Board would like additional information, and agreed to move forward with this item and put this item on the November ballot.    

Issues regarding regulation of impervious surfaces at the critical edge. setbacks, and lot coverage.  

Issues discussed:  prohibiting blacktopping of driveways within the critical edge; requiring landowners to apply for a permit for initial blacktopping of new driveways; not counting black top square footage in a lot coverage permit; environmental concerns of runoff seeping into wells; aesthetic concerns of how blacktopping alters the character of the Town; and the need more study of these items. 

Motion by Selectman Seavey, seconded by Selectman Schlegel, to postpone the tar ordinance indefinitely.  Motion passed.  Vote:  3-2/Selectmen Fiske and Graham voted against.  

Growth Management Ordinance.

Selectman Spang explained the growth management ordinance.  Discussion followed and the Board suggested having the town attorney come to the next meeting to answer questions.  The Board agreed to have a special public informational meeting next Wednesday, August 14, 6:30 p.m., at the Village Fire Station to discuss this item.  

7. Public Forum.

Some of the items discussed: 

· Collisions at the bottom of Crow Hill.

· That the rumored drop off site at Dwight’s Marina in Lower Village is unsafe to discharge bus passengers.

· Mr. Poore was thanked for getting the area by the monument at Cape Porpoise cleaned up.

· A request for more trash barrels at Dock Square.  

· The flag is not lit at Dock Square. 

· An update on the Bus Reservation System—So far, Mr. Poore has received seven inquiries but no reservations.  

· There needs to be a charge first for an alternative transportation committee so that people can decide if they would like to be on the committee. 

· Question regarding status of Committee on Parsons Way.  Chairperson Graham will call the committee to find out its progress.  

Mr. Poore was asked if there could be recycling barrels at Dock Square and he responded that it would be impossible to monitor the contents.

Other Business.
Mr. Poore explained that he might have something for the Board at the next meeting in regard to the enterprise fund for tour bus management.

Selectman Fiske asked for the status of the parking lot alarm system.  Mr. Poore reported that it is in the works.

Selectman Fiske commented on a couple of black top issues with K.K.& W. and asked for the status on Charles Wildes.  Mr. Poore said he would provide the Board a confidential document.  

Chairperson Graham said she received a request from the School Board to be on the agenda for the September 12 Selectmen’s  Meeting to discuss the elementary school.   Discussion followed and the Board agreed that the September 12 agenda is already full, and that the School Board should hold a separate public hearing in Kennebunkport.  

Chairperson Graham mentioned that State Representative Nancy Sullivan is available to come to the August 22 Selectmen’s Meeting to give an overview of tax reform that is going before the legislature; to answer questions about taxes; and to discuss casinos if the Board would like to invite her.  The Board agreed that Chairperson Graham should invite Ms. Sullivan to the August 22 meeting.   

Chairperson Graham said she received inquiries about what is going on with D.O.T. taking a count in town.  Mr. Poore explained that a few years ago the Board voted that D.O.T. do a traffic count to provide data for a study.   

Mr. Poore explained that the cardboard compacter will be relocated at Bradbury’s Market closer to a power supply.  

Chairperson Graham suggested asking the voters in November if they are in favor of having a casino in Kennebunkport.  Discussion followed.

Motion by Selectman Seavey, seconded by Selectman Spang, to ask the voters in November if they should encourage the Board of Selectmen to takes steps necessary to oppose the casino in the area.  Motion passed.  Vote:  4-0/Selectman Fiske abstained from voting.  The Board will work on the language.  

The Board received three street opening permits for:  

1. Wildes District Road for interconnection of water to High Point Farms and sewer connection.

2. Old Cape Road plus a cross cut on route 9 for water line extension to service at Foxberry Woods subdivision.

3. Fishers Lane to cut a trench across Fishers Lane to install a new water main.  

Motion by Selectman Fiske, seconded by Selectman Schlegel, to allow all three street opening permits presented with the usual stipulations that if they cut into the blacktop, that it be paved from curb to curb, and that the bond be extended for two years from the completion of the project.  Motion passed.  Vote:  5-0.  

Mr. Poore explained that he worked in conjunction with SAD#71 on the 2002/2003 fuel oil bid which was awarded to Down East Energy for $.794/gallon.  

Mr. Poore passed out the tax acquired property bid that was advertised in the York County Coast Star and will be awarded at the September 12 meeting.  

Per Mr. Poore’s request, Motion by Chairperson Graham, seconded by Selectman Fiske, to allow Mr. Poore to waiver the bid process and go with Maine Video Systems for equipment.  Motion passed.  Vote:  5-0.

9. Consideration of the August 8, 2002 Treasurer’s Warrant.

Motion by Selectman Fiske, seconded by Chairperson Graham, to adjourn the meeting after signing the August 8, 2002, Treasurers’ Warrant.  Motion passed.  Vote:  5-0.  

10. Adjournment.
The meeting adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
