1. Call to Order.

 Chairman Daggett called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.

2. Approve the minutes of the November 12 and 25, 2009,  Selectmen's Meetings.

Motion by Selectman Lanigan, seconded by Selectman Barwise, to approve the November 12, 2009, Selectmen Meeting Minutes. Vote: 5-0.

3. Public Forum (This is an opportunity for anyone who wants to address the

    Board of Selectmen with any issue that is not on the agenda.)

Chris Perry referred to an article in the York Coast Star discussing whether the Kennebunk Board of Selectmen violated the Maine Right to Know Law when discussing a job position in executive session instead of in public. He commended the Kennebunkport Board of Selectmen for its openness.

4. Discuss 2010 Town Clerk fees.

Town Manager Larry Mead mentioned that the Board requested discussion of the Town Clerk fees. He also provided licensing fees from other communities per the Board's request.

Discussion followed, and the Board agreed not to propose an increase in fees given the current state of the economy.

Discuss 2010 clam license fees.
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Mr. Mead said that the Shellfish Committee determines the number of clam licenses and recommended no change in either the number of licenses or the fees. He said no more than six recreational licenses will be issued per day. Below are the fees:

11. Report from Town Manager on local circuit breaker program.

Town Manager Larry Mead suggested extending the enrollment period for the local circuit breaker program. He said there is still a significant number of residents who have not applied for the local circuit breaker program who are eligible. The initial deadline was set for November 15. He asked to extend the deadline until the end of the fiscal year in June so that more people have the opportunity to apply.

Motion by Selectman Lanigan, seconded by Selectman Barwise, to extend the enrollment period for the local circuit breaker program to the end of the fiscal year in June. Vote: 5-0.

12. Consider support for York County Charter Commission.

Mr. Mead explained that York County municipal officials have a growing interest in establishing a charter commission to work on changing the structure of county government. The County Commissioners are asking the Board to take a position on whether or not to establish this charter commission. Mr. Mead supports establishing this commission.

Motion by Selectman Barwise, seconded by Selectman Weston, to endorse establishment of a York County Charter Commission with a charge of looking into changing the structure of county government. Vote: 5-0.

Selectmen Lanigan asked Mr. Mead for an update on the dangerous structures discussed at a previous meeting.

Mr. Mead recalled that the owners are renovating the property on West Street and for the Arundel Road property, the court ruled to allow the building to be raised. The mortgage holder agreed to pay for this raising. He will check into the others and report back.

Selectman Matthews-Bull thanked the Highway Department for getting the Christmas tree up. She gave all of the details concerning Prelude. She thanked all of the volunteers who helped and said Mr. Mead will be master of ceremonies this year.

Mr. Mead added that if people are thinking of going to the tree lighting of the lobster trap tree at Cape Porpoise after the Dock Square tree lighting, they should not park in the Dock Square parking lot.

Mr. Mead also mentioned that the FEMA floodplain maps and information is on the

Town Website along with a link for preserving Goose Rocks Beach. He encouraged people to visit the site. He said the meeting regarding the FEMA floodplain maps conducted in Kennebunk on November 4 will be rebroadcast on cable channels 2/16, Monday nights, at 8 p.m., through January 25.

Mr. Mead announced that the Friday trash pick up for Christmas and New Years was moved to the Thursday before.

Mr. Mead mentioned that the Visiting Nurses will conduct H1N1 vaccine clinics for preschoolers on December 8, 11, and 18. He said the hours and locations are on the Town Website and cable tv channels 2/16 bulletin board.

Selectman Daggett thanked Sewer Superintendent Allan Moir for acquiring the MMA grant for the traffic safety signs and Police Chief Joseph Bruni for acquiring the MMA grant for the Gator Ballistic Vests. He also reminded everyone that the next Selectmen's Meeting is on December 17.
