Call to Order. 

Chairman Daggett called the meeting to order at 7 p.m.

Approve the October 22, 2009, Selectmen Meeting minutes. 

Motion by Selectman Barwise, seconded by Selectman Matthews-Bull, to 
approve the Selectmen Meeting minutes of October 22, 2009.  Vote:  4-0.

Public Forum (This is an opportunity for anyone who wants to address   


the Board of Selectmen with any issue that is not on the agenda). 

Chris Perry commented that Board of Selectman should err on the side of 

openness when it comes to discussing items in executive session. He talked 

about an article in the Portland Press Herald regarding the town officials in 

Montpelier, Vermont.  They discussed an overpaid bill for five years in 

executive session before the public was ever made aware of it. He said the 

Board might want to just mention the subject matter of executive session 

without going into detail. 
Selectman Barwise mentioned that he just received a call that the volume is 

low in the broadcasting of this meeting.  Town Manager Larry Mead responded 
that they are aware of the broadcasting problems and are working on resolving 

them.
David James, in reference to Mr. Perry’s comment, said that there needs to be 

better communication from the Board.  He said many people are not clear on 

what the Goose Rocks Beach group is asking for.  
Chairman Daggett mentioned that the Board of Selectman made a public 

statement at the last meeting about its position on the public’s rights at Goose 

Rocks Beach.

Mr. Mead said that both the attorney for the Town and for the group of 
property owners are meeting.  He was told that a lawsuit is imminent.  He said 

there will be an announcement when the Town receives the legal papers.

Tom Bradbury discussed this amendment. 

Ken Burford asked if the Trust borrowed money.  He was concerned about the 

Town’s liability if the loan was not paid and suggested that permission for 
loans go through the Board of Selectmen, and also that the Town should have 
ample insurance. 

Mr. Bradbury responded that the liability falls back on the Trust and that its

finances are very stable.

Mr. Mead added that the contract zone was reviewed by the Town Attorney.    

Chairman Daggett closed the public hearing at 7:31 p.m.
The Growth Planning Committee will report its recommendations on the 

Land Use Ordinance and Comprehensive Plan amendments. 

Jamie Houtz announced that the GPC adopted all of the amendments. 
While waiting for a full board from the Planning Board, Mr. Mead mentioned that the Kennebunkport Review went out to all residents as a supplement in the Kennebunkport Post on October 16 and also Cape Porpoise mailboxes. He said copies are also available at the Town Office. 

Immediately following, the Planning Board will have a separate public hearing to take public comments on the same proposed Land Use Ordinance amendments. 

Ken Burford opened the Planning Board public hearing at 7:37 p.m.  No comments. He closed the public hearing at 7:38 p.m.

Public Hearing on adoption of new funding maximums (Appendices A, B, C and F) to the General Assistance Ordinance in effect October 1, 2009 to  October 1, 2010.
Public Health Nurse Judy Barrett explained the new funding maximums for General Assistance. 

Motion by Selectman Lanigan, seconded by Selectman Matthews-Bull, to adopt new funding maximums (Appendices A, B, C and F) to the General Assistance Ordinance in effect October 1, 2009 to October 1, 2010.  Vote:  4-0. 

Ms. Barrett reminded everyone about “Stuff the Bus” held on November 3, Election Day.  They would like to fill the bus located at the 32 North Street Parking Lot. They are accepting nonperishable food items, personal need supplies, and monetary donations for the Church Outreach Services.

Selectman Matthews-Bull reminded the public to pay attention to the FEMA 

floodplain issue and reiterated that property owners are responsible for filing 

their own appeals to FEMA. 

Selectman Lanigan announced that Halloween Trick or Treat will take place in 

the downtown area on October 30, from 3 to 5 p.m.,  Immediately following, the 

Parks and Recreation is having a Halloween event from 5 to 8 p.m. on 

Temple Street. 

Selectman Matthews-Bull thanked the Police Department and all who helped 

make the Scarecrow event successful.  She said they plan on having this event 

again next year. 

Chairman Daggett asked about the Selectmen Meetings in November and December and was told that the meetings at the Village Fire Station are on November 12, December 3, and 17.  Short meetings to sign the Treasurer’s Warrant will be at the Town Office in the morning on Wednesday, November 25, and if needed, around Christmas.
