Both
beaches and the mouths of the Little, Batsons and Smith Rivers are open for water contact.

The town of Kennebunkport participates in the Healthy Maine Beaches Program, which is a
cooperative partnership to test the water quality of Maine beaches. Volunteers take tests once each
week. If tests identify elevated bacteria levels, the public is notified to avoid water contact. Next
